POLICY:  Student electronic devices, cell phones and other communication devices

            Electronic devices:

In-school possession and/or use of electronic devices by students in school are considered disruptive to the educational process. Student use of electronic devices (Game Boys, Ipods, gameplayers, music players etc.) is prohibited. All electronic devices used in the school building before/during/ after school will be confiscated and stored in the Principal’s Office. See level of consequences below.

             Student Cell Phones / Other types of Communication Devices

Student cell phones (and other types of communication devices) may be brought to school, but must be turned off from the time the student arrives until the end of the school day when the student is dismissed from school. Any student observed using a cell phone (or other type of communication device) during the school day will has his/her cell phone or device confiscated, stored in the Principal’s Office and the student’s parents will be notified. The cell phone or device will be returned to the student at the end of the school day.

NOTE WELL: The Farmington River Regional School District is not responsible for any item lost, damaged or stolen.

CONSEQUENCES:  Electronic Devices and Cell Phones / Other Types of Communication Devices 
1st Offense:

Discipline report filled out and sent home to parents. The student retrieves the device or phone at the end of the school day.

2nd Offense:

Discipline report filled out. Parent contacted by Principal for phone conference and the parent must retrieve the device or phone.

3rd Offense:

Suspension from school for one (1) day and a parent conference with the Principal will be held prior to student reinstatement.
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
